Dear Brother Knights,

For years the Connecticut State Council has struggled to improve communication at all levels – state, district, and local council.  One of the limiting factors has always been the high cost of printing and the constantly rising cost of mailing.  The cost prohibitive “snail mail” method also limited us to a single bulk mailing once a month – to a very limited audience.  Frequently the info going out - was stale or of little value to the Connecticut leadership – right down to the council level.

With the widespread – and almost universal availability of email and internet tools the Connecticut State Council has taken a bold step to bring high speed, frequent, and timely info to Knights throughout Connecticut at all levels.

By utilizing email tools and web site technologies – we hope to reach thousands of Connecticut Knights at very little costs.  Rules have been established regarding email use – including the following promises:

1. The CT State email list is intended to be jealously guarded as a valuable asset; access will severely restricted - solely for use in supporting the growth of the order and will never be published outside of the Knights of Columbus organization.

2. All submissions must be cleared by the state deputy – prior to publication.

3. No commercial advertising will be allowed access to the CT state email file or CT state web site – www.kofc-ct-state.org
4. Email submissions must always reflect the very highest qualities and ideals of Knighthood and the attributes expected of a Catholic gentleman.

With these promises in mind – we are now officially ‘open for business.’   Starting immediately – we have ceased the occasional publishing of the “Founder” newspaper.  In it’s day it was a valuable communication tool – but it’s day has past!  

Likewise – you will notice a severe reduction in bulk mailing – also starting immediately – the state will no longer print and distribute the state council directory!  Instead – the directory has been divided into three distinct sections:  State Officers/staff; District Deputy Info; Local Council info.

A preliminary version of the State Officers/staff and the District Deputy Info sections is already available to every K of C in Connecticut with internet availability.  The files are downloadable in either ‘.doc’ format or “.pdf” format. Note: From the home page: www.kofc-ct-state.org  select “Forms” 

For personal use, internet users can print either file locally!

The third section of the directory – local council info – will never be available on line.  It will be distributed by request only to state council chairmen, and district deputies as a tool in performing their assigned duties.  GKs seeking local council info for their district (or surrounding districts) should request the data from their DD.

As changes/updates are made to the directory – updated complete documents and individual pages will be published to the website – thereby providing accurate info to all users – on a very timely basis.

In order to increase the statewide K of C audience – it is important that these two very valuable tools – email account and state website - be made available to all Knights of Columbus – not just officers and staff.  Therefore, I request that you publish the following email account to every member of your council – so he can join the CT Knights of Columbus email generation:

To assist us in expanding this valuable tool – all a knight need do is send an email to the above address requesting that his name be added to the list.  Since we occasionally will limit the email to specific ‘interest’ groups i.e. District Deputies, Grand Knights, Financial Secretary’s, council officers, membership or programming committee etc – members can indicate whether they hold a particular office or committee assignment and we will limit distribution whenever it makes good sense.

On behalf of my fellow state officers, I welcome you to the inauguration of the electronic age of communications – serving the Connecticut State Knights of Columbus.
